
Chapter 16
Current Electricity

Students use electricity very day but most of them have very little understanding of the fundamental concepts involved. The concepts involving electrical circuits are developed in this chapter. By the end of the chapter students should understand the fundamentals of house wiring although they should be cautioned about the potential dangers involved in adding another electrical outlet, and the regulations that govern wiring in homes. This chapter deals with circuitry students encounter in their day-to-day experience. Only metals are emphasized so that students are encouraged to think of electric current in terms of electron flow.
