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ATTENDANCE

If you are absent it is your responsibility to find and complete all work as early as possible. In any case you must have all work made up within the number of days missed should you desire credit.

If you know you are going to be absent, it is recommended that you attempt to have all work made up BEFORE the absence. In this way, when you return, a brief review will get you ready for the activities of the day. Get this information from your instructor.

Missing the day before a test does not constitute a valid reason for not taking the test the following day should you have knowledge as to when the test will be given.

If you know that you and a number of classmates will be absent on a certain day, please let your instructor know as soon a possible so that an alternative activity might be arranged should the original assignment be such that it cannot be conveniently made up.

Something important takes place in class each day. It is expected that you be in class, be on time, and have the necessary tools to do THE JOB One (1) class participant point will be awarded for each period in attendance. This point will not be awarded if unacceptable participation is exhibited. Excessive absenteeism will hinder your academic progress.

Your instructor feels that extra‑curricular activities are important, but, be careful that they do not interfere with your academic progress.

You must be in the room to be considered being on time. Otherwise you are tardy. No exceptions. If you are detained by a teacher, get a pass.

Please remain attentive at the end of class until you are dismissed by your instructor. The end of class bell does not signal the end of class.

CLASS BEHAVIOR

Everyone is to be treated with respect. Under no circumstance should a put‑down comment be made to or towards anyone at any time.

It is not acceptable to talk to others in class whenever you desire. When your instructor or another student is talking, it is your responsibility to pay attention.

We will have many activities to accomplish during class time. Thus as soon as get into your seat, get out necessary materials and be ready to begin. This is a physics class, and the time in class is to be used for PHYSICS ONLY. Your instructor has taken work being done for another class and not returned it.

"I do not understand?" is never used as an excuse. It can only be used as a question.

DISCIPLINE PROCEDURE

Your instructor has the feeling that this will not be a problem as we strive to conduct ourself in a manner pleasing to the Lord.

Yet for that rare possibility that a problem exists, your instructor will first discuss it with you and together seek a solution. And last but not least, your instructor will contact the administration and/or parent(s).

GRADING

All grades are determined on a point system. For the quarter, your grade will be based on the percentage of points you have out of the total possible.

Your grade includes: tests, quizzes, homework, lab assignments, participation in class and laboratory assignments, projects and other work assigned by your instructor.

The point value of all work for the nine‑week grading period will be converted into letter grades using the following scale.
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Below 60%

I have accessed your progress to date and find that you deserve a grade of A+.

Should you prefer not to continue to receive such a grade, you will need to show evidence that you wish to receive a lower grade.

HOMEWORK

Homework, in‑class assignments, etc. (using pencil only), are due as assigned. No work will be accepted at a later date without penalty. Work not turned in when due may be given a zero unless teacher permission is given in advance.

Work turned in late may be checked for completion at the teacher's convenience. Amount of penalty is at the discussion of the instructor.

Work due on days of absence are due the day of return if work was assigned before the absence and due during the absence.

Work returned for correction is due the following day. If there needs to be an exception, it is the student's responsibility to talk to the instructor.

On each homework assignment, you need to write: your name, partner names (if appropriate), date due, and date submitted. Some assignments will receive a bonus for early completion.

All laboratory reports are due at the beginning of the class period on the 2nd day following the completion of the laboratory activities.

a bonus of 3 points is earned if the report is turned in by the end of the class period on the day the activity was completed.

the end of the class period on the following day.

The use of proper English, correct punctuation and correct spelling is essential and expected. Any submitted material must be easily read. Do use proper spacing and good handwriting.

TESTS

On most occasions, (you will be informed ahead of time if this is not the case) you can bring one 4 x 6 inch card with notes on it to any test. It must be prepared by you. What you put on this sheet is your choice. You may be asked to fasten the card to your test when you hand it in. Note ... It is unacceptable to copy word for word from any source, including classmates.

You may use your calculator, with information stored in memory, but you may not share your calculator with another student. NO other material (unless specified at the time of the test) may be on top of the desk during a test.

Tests may or may not be announced in advance. You need to be prepared, when you come to class each day for a test.

QUIZZES

Quizzes may or may not be announced in advance. Usually you will not be allowed to us notes of any kind when completing a quiz.

HONESTY

At all times, be sure to do your own work. Any evidence of cheating will be documented by the instructor and filed with the Assistant Headmaster's Office. When cheating is documented, the student will receive a zero for that assignment. Both the owner of the work and the person copying it will be penalized. Examples of cheating include: copying any written work, obtaining quiz or test answers from others; copying reports, etc.

NOTE TAKING

You are expected to take notes during class discussion. They should be kept in an organized notebook. Any organizational scheme will be considered ok if you can find a requested paper within 60 seconds. DO NOT USE YOUR TEXTBOOK AS A NOTEBOOK. It will only destroy the cover.

GETTING HELP

Your instructor is not here all day. Secure help in the morning before school begins. Your instructor goes to faculty devotions and thus will not be available from 7:50 to 8:05 am. Seek the help of a fellow physics student. If you are absent, call a fellow classmate to learn what took place, assignments given, etc. Do this on the day you missed. Each one of you should be able to share what took place should you be called. Completing the

assignment before you return helps you keep up to date.

MATERIALS NEEDED

You will need either a TI‑83+ or TI 83se calculator within the first week of class. Check the newspaper for sale prices. You will also need: a protractor (available in school store) and a ruler (suggestion: a 15 cm one ruler).

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

Your name must be on all papers submitted for evaluation. Your instructor will evaluate papers with no name(s) but will not assign credit. All tests, quizzes, and material handed in must be completed in pencil. It must be easily read by your instructor. If not, it may or may not be returned for re‑writing. Material generated on the computer will be accepted. (This also allows for easy editing should the need arise.)

You need to leave your area clean and neat. Put chairs under the desks as they should be found. Return all equipment to the location that you found it.

Should something break, inform your instructor immediately. Breaking of equipment during normal usage can happen. You will be asked to pay for broken material only if it is determined that it was willful destruction.

All books must be covered with some type of protective covering. The covered book will be your pass to class each day. This must be done by the second class day. A test will be given at the beginning of the second day of class concerning information on this sheet. (A note card can be used.)

Your instructor being human, is capable of making mistakes. If you at any time feel that your have not been treated fairly or correctly, do contact your instructor at the end of class for further discussion.
