DIRECTIONS AND USE OF DOMINOS

Materials: 


Dominos (50 or more:
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Procedure:

a.
Set up a row of dominos along the edge of the table.

b.
Ask the students how one can knock down the last domino at the far end with the domino at the near end.

-
One answer given is to throw the domino and hit the other. In so doing, a physical object is seen going from the thrower to the last domino.

-
A second answer given is to knock the first domino into the second so that each in succession knocks down the next one until the last domino is knocked down.

c.
Knock the first domino into the second and watch them all fall down.

-
When this is done, ask the students what traveled from the first domino to the last.

-
Needless to say we saw the dominoes fall, one at a time but that noting physical traveled from the first to the last.

-
When we hear a person talk, we only hear what was said. And since we do, something must have traveled from the person who talked to us.

-
We will need to investigate further as to what and how sound travels from one place to another.
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
