4.	Following will be a short paragraph explaining the physics contained in the item above.





5.	At the top of the page will be a title relative to the physics involved.





6.	No more than one side of the page may be used for each item.





7.	One is due each __________ (day of the week) at the beginning of class.





8.	This may be hand written or typed. In either case it must be written using correct English, punctuation and spelling.





9.	When returned, it will need to be placed in a notebook, folder, etc. as you will be developing a physics scrapbook.





10.	Each page will have a point value of five (5). However, your instructor has the option of adding bonus points for exceptional work.





11.	Unacceptable work will be returned and must be re-done.
