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Question Card:

Is the picture right side up or upside down?

Materials:

Photograph or postcard that shows clear image reflected from the water.

Introductory Statements:

The picture must have been taken with water in the foreground so that the reflection seen in the water is clear and sharp. This allows one to look at the photograph right-side-up or up-side-down and have a hard time deciding which orientation is correct. What information can you obtain from the photograph to identify the correct orientation

Procedure:

a.
Examine the photograph closely for clues that help you determine which is the correct orientation.

Once you have made your choice, write down the observation(s) that led you to make your choice along with the conclusion that you were able to derive from the observations.
