O-9B  MIRROR MAZE
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Question Card:

Which walls are mirrors?  How do you know?

Materials:


Photograph from Games Magazine  (It was in a special issue with no date.)

Introductory Statements:


In each of the eight square rooms that make up the maze, two walls are mirrors and two walls are open spaces.

Procedure:

a.
Determine which walls are mirrors.

b.
Starting from the inside of the maze, find the sequence of open walls that allows you to pass through all eight rooms consecutively without going through the same room twice.

Results:


To succeed, you must have accomplished the first task correctly. Mistaking a mirror for an opening invalidates your solution. If you understand object-image relationships, this activity should be a snap. Otherwise...you might have seven years' bad luck!
